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After a night of gale force winds and torrential rain the riders had to battle with flooded and debris 

scattered roads to even reach the Castle Park track Nr Dorchester.  The landowner had reinforced 

the entrance track and made parking easy for the 450 riders and the massive turn out of 

spectators. 

 

It was quite amazing how little of the mile long  MX track had been damaged by the winds and the 

marshals soon had it re-taped, the rest of the 9 mile track had held up well.  The course consisted 

of sandy, stubble and grass fields and plenty of woodland.  The field known as Hells Pit  lived up 

to its name and gave the riders a rollercoaster ride!  The Sandy MX track ran into the 4X4 track 

which rode more like a super cross track, it then ran into an undulating field, in and out of gorse 

bushes before entering into the first of the many wood sections,  the track seemed endless. 

 

With the Summer Championship trophies presented by Tom Saga, the riders headed out on the 

sighting lap, with an hour allowed the riders were back in good time for the 11.00am. As the white 

flags were raised, the venue fell silent for 2 minutes while everyone there paid their respect to our 

service men who have given their lives for our country.
