setting his second
fastest lap of the aay.
Just 27 seconds behind
was Mark Cornick hot
on his heels. Mark hit a
tree at spe ed on lap 3
and lost second to J ack
Twentyman. Despite
trying to fix his front

end in the pits Cornick

was forced to retire by
lap 5. Jon Hinam was flying throughout the competition,  but Jack kept on the pace and on
lap3 was only 20 seconds behind. James Jackman was piling on the pressure too and at lap 5
was just 24 seconds behind Twentyman, taking him on lap 6 when Twentyman clipped a stump
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and caught a tree flatoutin 4 " gear, taking a nasty fall, despite jumping straight back on
the bike it cost h im valuable minutes and he was also overtaken by Phil Studley on lap 9. This
being the order they finished in on 10 laps a piece.  With all championship riders pushing hard
the winter Husky series is still up for grabs.
