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Sunday saw Track n Trails 3 rd  round of the summer series gather at Forge Hill. With the 

wheat harvested  just in time Track n Trail were able to lay out the start straight and MX 

track on neatly mowed stubble fields. The weather couldnõt have been better, with slightly 

overcast skies and a gentle breeze which cleared any dust away  from the 7 mile course .    

 

The flag dropped and the championship  bikes fired into life, running up the start straight 

with plumes of dirt bellowing from their rear wheels, there then followed some sharp 

breaking for the hairpin that turned them towards the fast, downhill straight w ith a tricky 

off camber.  Another 90 degrees turn brought the riders back into view, jostling for 

position . They then disappeared into the  distance over the MX track before heading off over 

the rolling fields and into the Forge Woods for the more technical  aspect of the course.  

 

Jon Hinam came up against some strong opposition from David Biles today , as although Jon 

set a blistering speed in the woods David on his big 520 really set the pace on the more open 

going. David led for more than half the race but by lap 7 Jon had taken the lead and by 

making good use of the racing lines , which were  now clear of loose soil and straw , offering 

good gri p and some great corners to  carve he pulled a 6 minute lead by race end.
