Race Report by  Track n Trail  
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This T rack n Trail event could only be described as an epic.  

 

The course when ridden on Saturday was right up there with some of the best courses we 

have ever laid out. With the week before and the day leading up to the event dry the gro und 

was the hardest we ha ve ever worked on,  the mix of clay and earth was so hard that we could 

only sink the fence posts a few inches into the ground and we anticipated  very little soil 

movement. How wrong could we be?   

 

The battle started from the moment we all arrived in 30 t o 40 mph winds and heavy rain 

swiping down at 45 degrees.  With no thought o f cancelling the sighting lap, started just half 

an hour late.  An hour later, only half the fiel d were back on the start line, with the others 

still out on the course somewhere, i t was apparent to all, the troubles that lay ahead.  A 2 nd 

riders briefing was called  for a discussion as to whether to stop the event , the suggestion 

of a one lap special test was made but the majority of the riders voted for a shortened 1 ½ 

hour hare an d hounds........and so with 3 minutes between classes the race was finally on.  

 

The course started on a grassy mx track with a large hill climb up on to the top of the 

Purbeck Hills.  It then ran in and around gorse bushes for close to a mile before the ri ders 

faced a very long, steep descent. They then twisted through man y wooded copses, a 

discontinued clay workin gs and along quarry roads.  For  the few who needed an extra 

challenge there was a hard route over a log stack, into an endure special test sectio n with 

large clay mounds and jumps.  On a dry day this course would have been as good as it 

gets......But on a wet day it was as tough as it gets!  

 

Those riders still racing, did not have to look for routes past their competitors but instead 

just had to wa it for them to make another costly mistake.  The ruts became bottomless 

rivers with water flowing quickly down them and even the open going required skill to find 

your grip.
